Capital Campaign Update 
The following is an update on our Capital 
Campaign – One Heart, One Soul. 
Our target goal was $295,000 and our total pledges were in the 
amount of $358,756, which means that we exceeded our targeted 
goal by 21% with a 51% parish participation.   
Of the total amount pledged ($358,756), the amount paid to date is 
$293,490, which leaves a remaining $65,000 to be fulfilled in 
pledges.  The bottom line is that if all pledges are fulfilled, the 
parish will have $334,443.00 to the good.   The remaining 
difference of $24,000 will support ministries in our Diocese, such 
as ministry to the hospitals and prisons.  
The first prioritized project was the work completed last year to 
the sanctuary and the total cost was $42,000.  This included 
expanding and tiling the sanctuary floor; updating the electrical 
and sound system wiring; installing intake vents; installation of the 
crucifix; repairing the leak in the roof; repairing water damage to 
the ceiling over the sanctuary and in the chapel. 
The next project will concentrate on the parish hall and the 
following people are part of the committee that will oversee this 
part of the project:  1) Ian Kangaloo: (2) Edwina Weiss; (3) Tom 
Germann; (4) Diane Bendia; (5) Al Bendia;  (6) Anna Joseph; (7) Paul 
Enticott; (8) Ron Denomme; (9) Marc Murchie. 
The hall and the kitchen require a lot of work and updating, and 
the first two projects will be installing a new floor to the hall, St. 
John Room and hallway, and purchasing new tables and chairs. It 
has been decided that we will go with either a polished concrete or 
an epoxy floor depending on the condition of the concrete when 
the tiles are removed.  It is expected that this work will be 
completed between May 2 and May 6 and the estimated cost is 
$24,000.

John 20:19-31 � Thomas believes because he sees Jesus. 
Today's reading, from the Gospel of John, is proclaimed on the second 
Sunday of Easter in each of the three Sunday Lectionary cycles. This should 
alert us to the significance of the encounters with the resurrected Jesus 
described in this reading. This Gospel combines two scenes: Jesus' 
appearance to his disciples after his Resurrection and Jesus' dialogue with 
Thomas, the disciple who doubted. 
Part of the mystery of Jesus? Resurrection is that he appeared to his 
disciples not as a spirit but in bodily form. We do not know exactly what this 
form was like. Earlier in John?s Gospel, when Mary of Magdala first 
encountered the risen Jesus, she did not recognize the figure standing 
before her until Jesus spoke her. In Luke’s Gospel, the disciples walking on 
the road to Emmaus did not recognize Jesus until he broke bread with them. 
We know from readings such as today's that in his resurrected body, Jesus 
was no longer bound by space; he appeared to the disciples in spite of the 
locked door. And yet, on this resurrected body, the disciples could still 
observe the marks of his Crucifixion. 
In today's Gospel, Jesus greets his disciples with the gift of peace and the 
gift of the Holy Spirit. Jesus also commissions his disciples to continue the 
work that he has begun. As Jesus was sent by God, so too does Jesus send 
his disciples. This continuity with Jesus' own mission is an essential element 
of the Church. Jesus grants the means to accomplish this mission when he 
gives his disciples the gift of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit binds us together 
as a community of faith and strengthens us to bear witness to Jesus' 
Resurrection. 
Jesus' words to his disciples also highlight the integral connection between 
the forgiveness of sins and the gift of the Holy Spirit. Forgiveness and 
reconciliation are gifts to us from Jesus. With the grace of the Holy Spirit, we 
can share these with others. This is another essential aspect of what it 
means to be Christ's Church. The Church continues Jesus? ministry of 
forgiveness and reconciliation. 
Thomas, the disciple who doubts, represents the reality of the Church that 
comes after this first community of disciples. All but the first disciples of 
Jesus must believe without seeing. Like Thomas, we may doubt the news 
that Jesus, who was crucified and buried, appeared to his disciples. It is part 
of our human nature to seek hard evidence that the Jesus who appeared to 
the disciples after his death is, indeed, the same Jesus who was crucified. 
Thomas is given the opportunity to be our representative who obtains this 
evidence. He gives witness to us that the Jesus who was raised is the same 
Jesus who had died. Through the gift of the Holy Spirit, we are among those 
who are blessed for we have not seen and yet have believed. �

John 20:19-31 � Thomas believes because he sees Jesus. 
Today's reading, from the Gospel of John, is proclaimed on the second 
Sunday of Easter in each of the three Sunday Lectionary cycles. This should 
alert us to the significance of the encounters with the resurrected Jesus 
described in this reading. This Gospel combines two scenes: Jesus' 
appearance to his disciples after his Resurrection and Jesus' dialogue with 
Thomas, the disciple who doubted. 
Part of the mystery of Jesus? Resurrection is that he appeared to his 
disciples not as a spirit but in bodily form. We do not know exactly what this 
form was like. Earlier in John?s Gospel, when Mary of Magdala first 
encountered the risen Jesus, she did not recognize the figure standing 
before her until Jesus spoke her. In Luke’s Gospel, the disciples walking on 
the road to Emmaus did not recognize Jesus until he broke bread with them. 
We know from readings such as today's that in his resurrected body, Jesus 
was no longer bound by space; he appeared to the disciples in spite of the 
locked door. And yet, on this resurrected body, the disciples could still 
observe the marks of his Crucifixion. 
In today's Gospel, Jesus greets his disciples with the gift of peace and the 
gift of the Holy Spirit. Jesus also commissions his disciples to continue the 
work that he has begun. As Jesus was sent by God, so too does Jesus send 
his disciples. This continuity with Jesus' own mission is an essential element 
of the Church. Jesus grants the means to accomplish this mission when he 
gives his disciples the gift of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit binds us together 
as a community of faith and strengthens us to bear witness to Jesus' 
Resurrection. 
Jesus' words to his disciples also highlight the integral connection between 
the forgiveness of sins and the gift of the Holy Spirit. Forgiveness and 
reconciliation are gifts to us from Jesus. With the grace of the Holy Spirit, we 
can share these with others. This is another essential aspect of what it 
means to be Christ's Church. The Church continues Jesus? ministry of 
forgiveness and reconciliation. 
Thomas, the disciple who doubts, represents the reality of the Church that 
comes after this first community of disciples. All but the first disciples of 
Jesus must believe without seeing. Like Thomas, we may doubt the news 
that Jesus, who was crucified and buried, appeared to his disciples. It is part 
of our human nature to seek hard evidence that the Jesus who appeared to 
the disciples after his death is, indeed, the same Jesus who was crucified. 
Thomas is given the opportunity to be our representative who obtains this 
evidence. He gives witness to us that the Jesus who was raised is the same 
Jesus who had died. Through the gift of the Holy Spirit, we are among those 
who are blessed for we have not seen and yet have believed. �
