May this Lent be an occasion when we live for God and be
enlivened by Christ who is our joy. | encourage all to make a
good confession and do one’s best to come to Mass at least one
extra time during the week. As we die to the legitimate desires
of the flesh during these Lenten days, we will be enabled to know
more surely the Lord who lives within.
