St. Anthony the Abbot, the father of monks, retired to the desert at
about the age of eighteen in order to live in perfect solitude. He laid
the foundations of community life, and gave to his disciples that
profound broad and sane instruction, the mature result of solitude and
prayer, which forms the surest basis of Christian asceticism.

Here are a few of his famous sayings to monks. "Let it be your
supreme and common purpose not to grow weary in the work you
have begun, and in time of trial and affliction not to lose courage and
say: Oh, how long already have we been mortifying ourselves!
Rather, we should daily begin anew and constantly increase our
fervor. For man's whole life is short when measured against the time
to come, so short, in fact, that it is as nothing in comparison with
eternity . . . For our life is by nature uncertain and is daily meted out
to us by Providence. If we are convinced of this and live each day as
the apostle suggests, then we will not fall into sin; no desire will
enslave us, no anger move us, no treasure bind us to earth; we will
await death with unfettered hearts.”

Today’sreading from the Gospel according to John
immediately follows John the Baptist's testimony about Jesus and
his identification of Jesus as the Lamb of God. Having been
baptized by John, Jesus beains to gather followers. The first
followers souaht out Jesus because of the testimony and witness
of John the Baptist.

We are familiar with the title that John the Baptist uses for
Jesus—the Lamb of God. We hear it weekly at the fraction rite
during Mass. For those who heard John the Baptist, however, this
title recalled kev themes from the Old Testament. It alludes to the
paschal lamb offered as a sacrifice when God freed the | sraglites
from slavery in Eaypt, the event that is commemorated by the
Jewish Passover celebration. The desianation also recalls the
prophet |saiah’s description of the suffering servant of Isragl. In
using this name for Jesus, John the Baptist predicts Jesus' passion
and death and the new interpretation of Passover that will begin
with Jesus' Last Supper.

Welearn in today’ s reading how Jesus' first followers were
aathered. The first two, Andrew and another man, were followers
of John the Baptist. After hearing John’ s testimony, they became
followers of Jesus. During their time with Jesus, the details of
which are not specified, Andrew and the other follower came to
believe that Jesus was the Messiah. Andrew then brinas his
brother, Simon, to Jesus. Immediately, Jesus gave Simon a new
name, caling him Peter, which means “rock” in Greek. The
renaming of Simon to Peter isreported in all four of the Gospels.

In the exchanoe between Andrew, the other disciple, and Jesus,
we see an example of the usual pattern for first-century Jewish
rabbinical schools. Jews sought out rabbis and established
themselves as disciples of aparticular rabbi. Jesus appears to have
been unigue in that he souaht out individuals, invitina them to be
his followers. In the passade that follows, John's Gospel tells us
how Jesus took the initiative in calling Philip and Nathanael.

Jesus asks Andrew and the other disciple, “What are vou looking
for?’ Thisisatelling question, and one that we might often ask of
ourselves. John the Baptist testified to Jesus’ identity, the Lamb of
God, usinag the framework of the Old Testament. Andrew, Simon,
and the other first disciples were looking for the Messiah, whom
they also came to know as the Son of God. What do we look for
and what do we find in Jesus? W
