The parable Jesus tells in today's Gospel is unique to the 
Gospel of Luke. Jesus has been teaching the crowds as he 
journeys to Jerusalem. As he teaches, the Pharisees and scribes 
complain and challenge Jesus because he is welcoming sinners at 
his table. Today we hear the third of three parables that Jesus tells 
in response to his critics. These three familiar parables—the lost 
sheep, the lost coin, and today's parable of the prodigal son—
invite us to consider the depth of God's mercy and love. 
 

The Pharisees taught a scrupulous observance of Jewish Law. In 
their interpretation and practice, observant Jews who shared table 
fellowship with sinners would be made unclean. Like Jesus, the 
Pharisees hoped to lead sinners back to God. The Pharisees, 
however, required that sinners first become ritually clean—
observant of the Pharisees' interpretation of Jewish Law—before 
sharing table fellowship. This appears to be one of the major 
differences between the Pharisees and Jesus. Jesus reaches out to 
sinners while they are still sinners, inviting them to conversion 
through fellowship with him. Jesus is God acting among us; by 
befriending us, he is inviting us to return to friendship with God. 
Through friendship with Jesus, our sins are forgiven and we, in 
turn, bear fruit for God. Recall last Sunday's Gospel and the 
barren fig tree. 
