May 22 - Today’s Diocesan Collection is for
THE POPE’S PASTORAL WORKS
Special envelopes can be found in your offertory box.

This collection provides an opportunity for Catholics to make a financial offering
to assist the Holy Father. One-third of the funds collected is for what is
traditionally known as Peter's Pence: donations used by the Pope for his
charitable contributions to those most in need. Two thirds of the collection is to
support the Universal Church (see Canon 1271).

“Each individual Christian and every community is called to be an instrument of
God for the liberation and promotion of the poor, and for enabling them to be fully
a part of society. This demands that we be docile and attentive to the cry of the
poor and to come to their aid... The old question always returns: ‘How does
God'’s love abide in anyone who has the world’s goods, and sees a brother or
sister in need and yet refuses help?’ (1 John 3.17).”

JOHN 14:23-29 * Jesus promises his disciples that
the Father will send the Advocate, the Holy Spirit.

This portion of John's Gospel comes near the end of the
first of four chapters that make up Jesus' long farewell
discourse at the Last Supper. This section of chapter 14
actually sums up the themes of the opening of the
discourse: the Christian's life is not shaped by Jesus'
absence but by God's abiding presence; God's presence
overcomes anxiety about God's absence; and the present
holds in it the seeds of a fresh future shaped by love, not
fear.

These verses also contain a glimpse of some of the other
themes of the farewell discourse: Jesus' relationship with
the Father and the disciples' relationship to Jesus connect
the disciples to the Father as well. Jesus promises to send
an Advocate or intercessor who will remind the disciples of
everything that Jesus taught them and bring them peace.

Jesus is preparing his disciples in advance for his absence so
that they will continue to believe in him and not feel all
alone after his return to the Father. After the initial
excitement of his Easter appearances, Jesus will remain
with his followers in a very different way throughout the
centuries.

As our celebration of the Easter season is coming to an end,
the liturgy reminds us that Jesus remains with us through
the Holy Spirit, who teaches us everything we need to
know, reminds us of all that Jesus taught, and brings us
peace. B
