St. Elizabeth born (1271) in Spain. One of the miracles attributed to
her is the “miracle of the roses.” After the king had discovered she
was leaving the palace to take food to the poor he forbade her to do it,
however, she never gave up and every day she would give food to the
poor behind the King’s back. One winter day, she was carrying
pieces of bread hidden in her dress. The King saw her going out and
stopped her asking, “What you are carrying?” She answered, “Roses,
my lord.” He didn’t believe because it was winter. He asked her to
show him the roses. Obediently she unfolded the dress and there
were roses instead of bread.

Saint Peter’s Basilica was originally built in 323 by the emperor
Constantine. The basilica was constructed over the tomb of Peter the
Apostle, the Church’s first Pope. The construction of the new church
spanned over 200 years before its completion. It was dedicated on
Nov. 18, 1626. Saint Paul’s Basilica is located outside the original
walls of Rome. It was also originally built by the emperor
Constantine though it was destroyed by fire in 1823. The Basilica
was built over St. Paul’s grave. Pope Pius IX consecrated the
Basilica in 1854.

In this week’s Gospel, Jesus talks about what it means to be
prepared to receive the Kingdom of Heaven. This week’s reading
follows a series of warnings and predictions by Jesus about the coming of
the Son of Man. Jesus wants his disciples to understand that the exact
day and time cannot be predicted. He teaches the disciples that they must
remain vigilant so that they will not be caught unprepared.

When thinking about the parable of the wise and foolish virgins, it is
important to consider the first-century wedding traditions of Palestine.
Scholars tell us that it was the custom of the day for young maidens —
friends and family members of the bride — to meet the bridegroom when
he came to bring his bride to her new home.

As with many of Jesus’ parables, several levels of interpretation are
possible. In last week’s Gospel, we heard Jesus warn against following
the example of the Pharisees and scribes. If read in the context of early
Christianity’s struggle to define itself against Pharisaic Judaism, this
parable is a continuing critique of Judaism. It suggests that the Jewish
leaders were like the foolish virgins, unprepared to meet Jesus, the
bridegroom of Israel.

In the chapter preceding this parable, however, Jesus warns about the
destruction of Jerusalem, the tribulation of the end times, and the coming
of the Son of Man. When read in this context, today’s parable is a
warning to the Christian community to remain vigilant and prepared to
receive Jesus, the Son of Man who will return at the end of time. This
interpretation is supported by the reference to the delay of the
bridegroom. The Christian community for whom Matthew wrote this
Gospel was coming to terms with the realization that the promise of
Jesus’ return would not be fulfilled within their lifetimes. The question
remains for us to ask ourselves: Are we ready to receive Jesus? Will we
be prepared to receive him?
