Advent & Christmas
Soon we will begin the season of Advent in preparation for Christmas.
This is customarily a very hectic time in people’s lives. I would
encourage us to give serious consideration to cutting down on some
of the shopping. By all means, give — for the Lord has lavished his love
on us and giving is a good thing — but not to the point of spoiling
people to death. As well, it may be a good thing to cut back as much
as possible on the Advent parties that take the place of Christmas
celebrations.
