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R.C.I.A. Journey of Conversion - for the parish
RCIA can renew parish life. The RCIA is a journey of inquiry and
conversion for the person participating in the initiation process,
and by extension it can be a journey of conversion for the whole
parish!

As a Prayer companion. A parishioner could dedicate
themselves to prayerfully support a candidate throughout
their journey.

As sponsors. In addition to the prayers we offer for our
candidates and the examples we provide, there are other
specific ways parishioners are involved in RCIA. Baptized
members of the community serve as sponsors for candidates
in the RCIA. A sponsor is an active member of the parish who
walks with the candidate on the journey to new, fuller life in
Christ. The sponsor supports and guides the candidate along
the way. The sponsor is the candidate’s personal connection
to the parish.
