40 Days for Life

K-W Right to Life will once again join 250 other cities in undertaking a
40-day prayer vigil to pray for God’s help to stop the slaughter of
innocent human life through induced abortion.

For 40 days from Sept. 26" to Nov. 4th, people will silently pray outside
abortion facilities for the Lord’s grace to stop this heinous evil. (Itis
believed that an average of 12 children are killed at Freeport Hospital
each week.)
