TWENTY-SIXTH WEEK OF ORDINARY TIME

The story of the rich man and Lazarus is the focus of the Luke's 
Gospel on the Twenty-sixth Sunday of Ordinary Time. This is 
a classic story of how the tables are turned in the afterlife. The 
rich man has it good in this life and ignores the plight of poor 
Lazarus. In the afterlife, it is the rich man who is in torment 
and Lazarus is the one who is enjoying heaven. The double 
irony comes when the rich man asks that Lazarus be sent to 
warn his brothers. Jesus responds: “If they will not listen to 
Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded if 
someone should rise from the dead.” Will we listen to the one 
who has risen from the dead? 
Luke's Gospel continues to offer us stories of Jesus “resolutely” 
on the way to Jerusalem and the suffering that faces him there. 
Jesus points out a young child and asks them to strive to be the 
“least” not the greatest. He is not welcomed in a Samaritan 
village but rebukes the disciples who want revenge on the 
village. He encourages his followers: “No one who sets a hand 
to the plow and looks to what was left behind is fit for the 
Kingdom of God.” He sends 72 of his disciples out with nothing 
but their faith: “no money bag, no sack, no sandals.” He holds 
the people of Chorazin and Bethsaida accountable for ignoring 
his message despite “mighty deeds done in your midst” saying 
“whoever rejects me rejects the one who sent me.” As the 72 
followers returned to Jesus, they marveled at the power given 
them in his name as he praises his father for revealing wisdom 
“to the childlike.”

TWENTY-SIXTH WEEK OF ORDINARY TIME

The story of the rich man and Lazarus is the focus of the Luke's 
Gospel on the Twenty-sixth Sunday of Ordinary Time. This is 
a classic story of how the tables are turned in the afterlife. The 
rich man has it good in this life and ignores the plight of poor 
Lazarus. In the afterlife, it is the rich man who is in torment 
and Lazarus is the one who is enjoying heaven. The double 
irony comes when the rich man asks that Lazarus be sent to 
warn his brothers. Jesus responds: “If they will not listen to 
Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded if 
someone should rise from the dead.” Will we listen to the one 
who has risen from the dead? 
Luke's Gospel continues to offer us stories of Jesus “resolutely” 
on the way to Jerusalem and the suffering that faces him there. 
Jesus points out a young child and asks them to strive to be the 
“least” not the greatest. He is not welcomed in a Samaritan 
village but rebukes the disciples who want revenge on the 
village. He encourages his followers: “No one who sets a hand 
to the plow and looks to what was left behind is fit for the 
Kingdom of God.” He sends 72 of his disciples out with nothing 
but their faith: “no money bag, no sack, no sandals.” He holds 
the people of Chorazin and Bethsaida accountable for ignoring 
his message despite “mighty deeds done in your midst” saying 
“whoever rejects me rejects the one who sent me.” As the 72 
followers returned to Jesus, they marveled at the power given 
them in his name as he praises his father for revealing wisdom 
“to the childlike.”
