COVID Protocol Updates

released some new protocols for parishes given the reduced
number  of  cases we  are  experiencing  at  this  point  in  the
pandemic. Although the main precautions of masks and social
distancing are still in effect, there are some loosening of the
rules when it comes to worship which include:

1. Communion on the Tongue – this is once again allowed,
but communicants wishing to receive on the tongue are
asked to line up at the end, in the priest’s line, after all
those wishing to receive on the hand have received

2. Communion Dialogue – we will once again be saying ‘The
Body of Christ’…’Amen’ to each communicant rather than
doing so communally as has been the practise. 

3. Hymnals – we will be returning the hymnals to the pews,
encouraging  congregational  singing  once  again,  albeit
while still wearing a mask

We thank you for your cooperation over the past 16 months in
adhering to all of the protocols in place to mitigate the risk of
transmission of COVID‐19.  Let’s continue to pray for an end to
this time of pandemic!
