FATHER’S NEWS & NOTES ...
Sacrament of the Sick
The Sacrament of the Sick can be celebrated anytime one
is seriously ill or facing major surgery.  It is not reserved
to the time of death. We do not have “last rites” which
suggest a limitation in an appreciation of the healing
ministry of the Church’s prayer. When someone is near
death there are special prayers of commendation that are
used. Please call the parish office if you, or a member of
your family wishes to celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick.

Georgetown Hospital
The priests of the parish and our hospital visitors make
regular visits to the sick in the Georgetown Hospital.
Kindly be sure to identify yourself as a Catholic so that
your name can be given to us when we visit.
