This Sunday’s 2nd reading from St. Paul’s first letter to the
Corinthians is one of the most popular readings selected
to be  read at marriage  celebrations: “Love  is patient;
love is kind; love is not envious or boastful or arrogant or
rude…It bears all  things, believes all  things, hopes all
things,  endures  all  things.  Love  never  ends.”  It  is  a
passage I tell newly wed couples to read often, because
love  isn’t  always  easy.  A  mature  love  requires  self‐
sacrifice ‐ a constant giving of oneself to the other. It can
be challenging, but  that  is not a bad  thing. The more
seriously we take our call to love one another, the more
beautiful  life  becomes.  We  don’t  have  to  look  any
further  than  the  cross  to understand what an  ‘all‐in’,
totally self‐emptying, self‐sacrificing love is all about.
