MASS INTENTIONS

The practice of remembering the deceased at the
celebration of Holy Mass has a very long history in our
Catholic tradition. Parishioners may request a Mass
Intention by contacting the parish office or by using the
cards and envelopes provided in the Sacristy. In the
Diocese of Hamilton a free will offering of $10 is given
for the intention. On Friday mornings and Saturday
evenings, Holy Mass is offered for a number of
intentions. In order to simplify the announcement of
the intentions and not have too long a list, the names of
family members may be grouped together under the
last name.

The parish has an obligation to satisfy the Mass
intention within one year. Any intentions that are left
over from the previous year are forwarded to the
Chancery Office and are sent to priests serving in
missions. At this time we will be forwarding all our
unannounced Mass intentions from 2015.
