BAPTISMS AT HOLY CROSS PARISH
The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated with children when at
least one parent is a Catholic. Parents and godparents are
called to take up the practice of the faith if this has been
lacking. You are the “first teachers” of your children in the
faith and we pray that you will be the best of teachers! For
serious family reasons, permission may be given for Baptism
to be celebrated in another Catholic parish, or to celebrate
Baptism with families from outside our parish.
