ASH WEDNESDAY AND LENT
FASTING AND ABSTINENCE
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of universal
fasting and abstinence from meat for Catholics. The rules for
abstaining from meat are simple. All Catholics, 14 years of
age and older, may not eat meat on Ash Wednesday or
Good Friday as a sign of penance. One may choose to

abstain from meat on Fridays throughout the year or
perform some act of charity in place of abstinence.       
      

Fasting from food applies to Catholics, in good health,
who are between the ages of 18 and 59 years of age. A fast
may simply mean eating less food at the times of day we
normally eat.
         

Christian fasting obtains its full meaning when we
deprive ourselves of food in order to be more open for
prayer, to share more in the suffering of those who are
starving and to save money to give to the poor. Fasting
among Christians is a penitential discipline intended to
open our hearts to God and others, a means of purification
and spiritual liberation, a witness of the depth of our faith.
