CATECHESIS OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD - ATRIUM
It’s that time of year again. The Holy Cross Catechesis
of the Good Shepherd would like to invite all parents
with children ages 3 through 12 to register with our
program. What is Catechesis of the Good Shepherd? It
is a faith based child friendly program based on Maria
Montessori style of learning. The child is presented with
material and parables from the bible at their level. There
are three levels: level 1 ages 3-6, level 2 ages 6-9, level 3
ages 9-12. Ideally the child would spend 3 years in each
level there by building their relationship with Jesus
through the use of the materials available. There is also
a Sacramental preparation component for those
children preparing for their Reconciliation and First
Holy Communion and for those receiving their
Confirmation. The program runs after school from
October through May. We begin on Tuesday, October
13th. Level 1 Tuesdays from 4:15 - 5:30 p.m.; Level 2
Wednesdays from 4:30 - 6:30 p.m.; and Level 3 on
Tuesdays from 5:45 - 7:45 p.m. The fee is $50 per child
for supplies and upkeep of materials. We look forward
to nourishing your child with the words of Jesus with
the Holy Spirit as our teacher and guide.

BAPTISMS AT HOLY CROSS PARISH
The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated with children
when at least one parent is a Catholic. Parents and
godparents are called to take up the practice of the faith if
this has been lacking. You are the “first teachers” of your
children in the faith and we pray that you will be the best
of teachers! For serious family reasons, permission may be
given for Baptism to be celebrated in another Catholic
parish, or to celebrate Baptism with families from outside
our parish. Arrangements for Baptism can be made before
the child is born. We ask new parents to participate in a
Baptism Preparation Meeting (generally the first Thursday of
each month). It would be fine to participate in this meeting
before the child is born. Godparents are welcome to attend
the meeting if they are able. A “godparent” is a fully
initiated Roman Catholic - meaning that they are baptized,
confirmed and regularly practising their Catholic faith.
Baptized non-Catholics may act as a Christian Witness
along with a Catholic godparent.
