This process, through which adults become fully
initiated members of our Catholic faith community, will
begin again this Fall.

It is open to all children between the ages
of 3 - 12, offering them a unique opportunity for faith
development. This program, founded in Rome, is a
soundly traditional method of allowing children to enter
more fully into the mystery of God using the principles
of Montessori education. The sessions provide
presentations, materials and a sacred space where the
children can grow in their personal relationship with
God, as it is first proclaimed to them through Jesus, the
Good Shepherd. Weekly (1.5 to 2 hours) sessions run
from October to May. Registration is currently open for
sessions beginning in September/October 2016. Space is
limited.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION FOR PUBLIC SCHOOL
Parents of children enrolled in Public or Private schools
are invited to enroll them in our parish’s religious
instruction program.
