The fig tree is forming its first figs and the blossoming 
vines give out their fragrance. Come then, my love, my 
lovely one, come. My dove, hiding in the clefts of the 
rock. Show me your face, let me hear your voice; for 
your voice is sweet and your face is beautiful (Sg 2:13-
14). Isabel Flores de Olivia came to be called Rose in 
infancy.  She promised her life to God as a child and
maintained her commitment as she matured. Refusing 
to marry, she remained at home, praying, serving the 
poor, and growing flowers to support her family.

Rose loved the Dominicans 
and joined the Third Order, 
wanting to imitate Saint 
Catherine of Siena, whom
she much admired. Athirst 
for souls, Rose spent hours 
in prayer and penance in her 
family’s garden, eventually 

building a tiny cell where 
she lived until her superior 
ordered her to move in with friends for the sake of her 
health.
In the intimacy of prayer, Rose had many mystical 
experiences. It is said that as she prayed before an 
image of Mother and Child, the statue came to life and 
the child Jesus spoke to her; “Rose of my heart, be my 
spouse. “She asked her brother to find her a ring she
might wear. He suggested an inscription, unwittingly 
proposing the very words she had received in the 
vision.
Beloved God, as we pray the Song of Songs, may we, 
like Saint Rose, find ourselves in the embrace of the 
bridegroom of our souls.
