He got behind them and 
tried to shoo them toward the barn, but they only got more 
scared and scattered in every direction except toward the 
opened barn doors. Nothing he did could get them to go into 
the barn where they would be warm and safe. Frustrated and 
exhausted, he said to himself, "Why don't they follow me? Can't 
they see this is the only place where they can survive the storm? 
If only I were a goose, then I could save them!” 

Then, all of a sudden he had an idea! He went into 
barn, got one of his own geese and carried it in his arms as he 
circled around behind the flock of wild geese. He then released 
it. His goose flew through the flock and straight into the barn ‐‐ 
and one‐by‐one, the other geese followed it to safety. He stood 
silently for a moment as the words he had spoken a few min‐
utes earlier replayed loudly in his mind: "If only I were a goose, 
then I could save them!" Then he thought about what he had 
said to his wife earlier that evening. "Why would God want to 
be like us? That's ridiculous!”
