Day 6 (Easter Wednesday) – The meek and humble souls and the souls of children 
Day 7 (Easter Thursday) – The souls who especially venerate and glorify Jesus’ mercy 
Day 8 (Easter Friday) – The souls who are detained in purgatory 
Day 9 (Easter Saturday) – The souls who have become lukewarm
