The angel reassured the shepherds that the birth of Jesus, our
Saviour, means “great joy for all the people.” (Luke 2.10).

Canadians will celebrate with joy the Sesquicentennial of
Confederation next year - 150 years of Canada! We rejoice at the
foundations laid by our forebears - our clergy, religious, and lay
people - who have built our wonderful Catholic legacy of churches,
institutions and service.

We rejoice that , from earliest days, the Church of Alexandria-
Cornwall has cared for the orphan, the widow, and the stranger. In
joy, Christians see Christ in the marginalised, the captive, and the
elderly. Pope Francis advocates joy, notably in his encyclical “The
Joy of the Gospel” (Evangelii gaudium) and his exhortation “The
Gladness of Love” (Amoris laetitia).
