From the Pastor’s Desk:

Dear Friends,

Today we begin the second part of Advent that is
intended as a direct preparation for Christmas. During
weekdays, the readings of the Gospel speak of the events
that lead us up to the birth of Jesus and the first readings
present important prophecies about the Messiah. All
memorials are optional because the liturgy wants us to be
focused on the Mystery of Nativity of the Lord. I would
like to pay our attention to the texts, which we usually
skip while celebrating Mass. 1 am talking about
antiphons. In general, each Mass has two antiphons: an
entrance one and a Communion one. Usually, we do not
hear them during Mass because they can be replaced by
hymns, which we sing at the beginning of the Mass and
during Communion. If there is no hymns the antiphons
are to be recited. We can find them in the Roman Missal
(the big book from which a priest says Mass). They are
also available in our Sunday Missals for Sundays, in
Living with Christ for each day, and in any book with daily

readings. They are usually excerpted from Holy Scripture
or the Fathers of the Church and now they have a short
form. They speak of the mystery of the day and help us
be concentrated upon what we commemorate and make
present in the liturgy. Here are some examples of the
antiphons that are prescribed to this week:

Christ our King is coming, he is the Lamb foretold by John.

His name will be called Emmanuel, which means God-with-us.
The Angel said to Mary: Behold, you will conceive and bear a son,
and you shall name him Jesus.

O gates, lift high your heads; grow higher, ancient doors. Let him
enter, the king of glory!

The antiphons’ texts are not only beautiful and helpful
for us to be more engaged in the mystery of the day but
can also become a part of our everyday prayer during this
part of Advent.

Although we are approaching Christmas and the
weekday readings speak of the Saviour who is to be born
and of Mary as the Holy Mother of God, in today’s
Gospel we hear the voice of St. John the Baptist who
calls us to make straight the way of the Lord. This appeal
takes on a special meaning when we reflect on a spiritual
preparation for Christmas. This week we have the last

chance before Christmas to approach the Lord in the

Sacrament of Reconciliation and wash our hearts,

sometimes deeply wounded, in the unfathomable ocean

of God’s mercy. Let us take advantage of that
opportunity.
