Once you have
registered for FORMED, start exploring all the videos
available and help make your Lent truly a springtime of
growth in your faith.

THE SEASON OF LENT is a 40-day period of

preparation to celebrate the Lord’s Resurrection at Easter.
It is the season of Prayer, Fasting & Almsgiving that begins
on Ash Wednesday and ends at sundown on Holy
Thursday. During Lent, we reflect on the sacrifices of Jesus
through our prayers, we serve others by giving alms, and
we practice self-control through fasting & abstinence. We
also recall the waters of Baptism in which we were
baptized into Christ’s death, died to sin & evil and began
new life in Christ. A gentle reminder to all: Good Friday is
a day of fasting and abstinence. The law of fasting
binds those from 18-59 years of age. For the
Fridays of Lent, every person 14 years of age
and older must abstain from meat. During
Lent, we will celebrate the Stations of the
Cross every Friday evening at 7 p.m.
