REFLECTIONS ON STEWARDSHIP 
  
In the first reading from 2 Chronicles we 

hear about how God’s messengers were persecuted 
and despised for listening to God. As stewards, we 
will often also face difficulties in our ministry which is 
a share in the cross of Christ. To suffer for Christ is a 
great dignity so the next time encounter sufferings in 
our stewardship, let us simply pray “Lord, help me to 
carry this cross out of love for you.” 
 

 

 
Why do we light votive candles? 
 
When we light candles before a statue of Jesus, Mary or 
of saints we do not honor the statue or the image itself, but 
whom that statue or image represents.  The light signifies 
our prayer offered in faith coming into the light of God. 
 
Are prenuptial agreements forbidden? 
 
Although Canon Law does not mention the topic of 
prenuptial agreements, the Church teaches that marriage 
is the complete giving of the spouses to God through each 
other.  Therefore, there can be no strings attached.  A 
prenuptial agreement is a very big string!
