He was not able to
receive visitors. Letters to him were carefully monitored.
This situation made things very difficult for St Louise de
Marillac. She had many things to consult him about
concerning the Daughters of Charity. She needed answers
about what to do in certain circumstances. She also longed
to speak with him about things going on in her own life.
She feared placing another burden on him, but still she
wrote him letters because of the seriousness of the
situation with his spiritual children. Let us not be afraid to
seek the help we need!
