PLEASE NOTE THIS IS A TWO WEEK BULLETIN

We have all either heard our share of excuses or given
our share of excuses when something needing to be
done did not fit into our plans or someone else’s plans.
Jesus encounters the same thing in today’s Gospel. He
proclaims the Kingdom of God and the necessity of
acting upon this invitation immediately but is beset with
a barrage of excuses of why this person or that person
can’t quite get to it at the moment. Discipleship requires
discernment and discernment requires prayer. It is only
with having a prayerful heart that we are able to make
the right choice and discern the Lord’s will for us each
day.

Now that the summer days are upon us, let us pray for
opportunities to quietly reflect on our call and figure out
where we fit into God’s plan. May these days be filled
with moments of grace.

The pastoral team will be taking some days to do all the
pastoral planning: dates for sacraments, school
masses, parish activities along with the dates submitted
by our parish groups.
