Today begins the part of Lent called Passiontide.
These two weeks are an invitation for all of us to
reflect on the passion of Christ and to ask for the
grace to carry the Cross. We must deepen our
desire to grow in holiness, fortified by our Lenten
practices.

When Holy Week arrives, we want to be spiritually
prepared to walk humbly with the Lord to the new life
promised in Christ's Resurrection.

Jesus proclaims “I am the Resurrection and the Life”
as he mourns with Martha and Mary as they grieve
the death of Lazarus. The power of the Resurrection
of Jesus means that nothing can stand in the way of
God'’s plan of life and love for everyone.

This 5th Sunday of Lent is also known as Solidarity
Sunday. Through our almsgiving, we unite ourselves
with the suffering of so many throughout the world
who live in poverty or amidst the anguish of war.
