Exaltation of the Holy Cross

Today’s Feast is a wonderful celebration 
and a reminder of the power of the Cross. 
Over the last few weeks we have been reminded that 
discipleship is all about renouncing the world and 
embracing the Cross. Jesus invites each disciple to 
take up the Cross and follow Him. I recall a story of a 
Bishop, imprisoned by communist authorities, forced to 
exist in solitary confinement for long periods of time 
with no prayer book or ability to celebrate mass. He 
recited passages of scriptures he knew each day and 
fashioned a small cross, made of two small pieces of 
splinter or weeds, I don’t remember and he would hold 
this small cross in his hand all day long. He took great 
comfort in those moments of suffering in the Cross.

As Christians, we are called to carry the Cross each 
day. For some it is the cross of sickness, suffering, 
exclusion, grief, despair, rejection, mental illness, 
loneliness, estrangement. The list goes on. Only in the 
Cross do we find solace and salvation. Is not that the 
purpose of Lent? To focus on the power of the Cross 
and the forgiveness and salvation it brings at Easter?

Find a cross in your home and give i t  a place of  
honour. Look at it each day and ask the Lord to help 
you to carry it. The Lord hears such a purposeful 
prayer and promises that He will be with us to help 
carry it every day.

Now is the time to prayerfully consider how the Lord is 
inviting you to share your gifts within our family. There 
are many ministry opportunities available. Don’t be shy 
and don’t wait to be asked. Step forward in faith and 
offer your gifts at the altar.
