EASTER CUSTOMS
A— Food: It is the tradition in many cultures for
people to ask for God’s blessing on the
festive foods to be eaten at Easter. These
foods especially include those that were
forbidden during the strict Lenten season:
foods made with eggs, milk and cheese as well as meat
products (paralleled in the custom of Shrove Tuesday).
Eggs: The egg has been the most identifiable Easter
symbol for centuries: it is the symbol of fertility and
new life. Although eggs represent new life, the
symbolism goes deeper it represents the emergence of
Christ from the tomb into everlasting life. That is why
at Easter, eggs are traditionally decorated with symbols
of life and victory.

The season before Easter signifies the troubles in which
we live here and now, while the time after Easter
which we are celebrating at present signifies the
happiness that will be ours in the future. What we
commemorate before Easter is what we experience in
this life; what we celebrate after Easter points to
something that we do not yet possess. Such is the
meaning of the Alleluia we sing.
