STATIONS OF THE CROSS

The Stations of the Cross are a 14-step Catholic
devotion that commemorates Jesus Christ’s last day on
Earth as a man. The 14 devotions, or stations, focus on
specific events of His last day, beginning with His
condemnation.

The stations are commonly used as a mini pilgrimage
as the individual moves from station to station. At each
station, the individual recalls and meditates on a
specific event from Christ’s last day. Specific prayers
are recited, then the individual moves to the next
station until all 14 are complete.

The Stations of the Cross are commonly found in
churches as a series of 14 small icons or images. They
can also appear in church yards arranged along paths.
The stations are most commonly prayed during Lent on
Wednesdays and Fridays, and especially on Good
Friday, the day of the year upon which the events
actually occurred.

RE-OPENING OUR CHURCH DOORS FOR MASSES

Following the update from Public Health on
restrictions to combat COVID-19, as of March 1st,
booking a seat for Mass will not be necessary, but
masks will still be required. Some guidelines will
remain to keep our parish community safe.

Follow the signs marking the proper entrance.

e (Come atleast 15 minutes early before Mass starts.
The church door close when Mass begins.

e Sanitize your hands upon entry.

e Follow the directions provided by the ushers for
seating.

e Standing at the back of the church or in the foyer
is not permissible.
