    It should be noted that Catholics, in order to marry validly, 
must marry before the parish priest or his delegate and two 
witnesses. A civil marriage or a marriage before a non-Catholic 
minister is not a valid marriage. Couples in such "marriages" 
should contact a priest to have the situation rectified.
