THE EPIPHANY OF THE LORD 

Today is the Solemnity of the Epiphany, when Western 
Christians celebrate the visit of the Magi to the infant 
Jesus. The traditional belief that there were three wise 
men is a development based on the gifts of gold, 
frankincense and myrrh recorded in the Gospel of 
Matthew (2:11). (Expert from CCCB) 
 

The triple revelation of Christ 
"We celebrate three wondrous events on this holy day: 
Today the star leads the Magi to the stable, today the 
water is changed into wine at the wedding feast at 
Cana, today Christ is baptized by John in the Jordan 
for our salvation." With these words the liturgy 
describes today's feast; it consists in the triple 
revelation of Christ: to the magi, at the wedding feast at 
Cana, and in Jesus' baptism in the Jordan. In these 
events Jesus progressively reveals - manifests (Greek 
epiphania) what he is, the Messiah and Savior 
(Cardinal Cantalamessa). 
 

Lesson from Magi 
Pope Benedict XVI: The wise men followed the star. 
Through the language of creation, they discovered the 
God of history. To be sure – the language of creation 
alone is not enough. Only God’s word, which we 
encounter in sacred Scripture, was able to mark out 
their path definitively. CREATION AND 
SCRIPTURE, REASON AND FAITH, MUST COME 
TOGETHER, SO AS TO LEAD US FORWARD TO 
THE LIVING GOD (Homily, 6 January 2012). 
 

Saint Andre Bessette  
Memorial, January 7th - Mass 12:15pm 
Known as brother Andre, Alfred Bessette was born in 
St-Gregoire, Quebec. He joined the Congregation of 
the Holy Cross. For 40 years, he was porter of the 
College Notre Dame on Queen Mary Road in Montreal. 
He was credited with extraordinary favors and with 
healings, and more and more people came to the college 
to seek out the ‘Miracle Man of Montreal.’ Possessed 
of a deep love for Saint Joseph, Brother Andre erected 
a statue of the saint on the mountain across the college 
and built a chapel. Over the years, the chapel grew into 

a basilica. Today, St. Joseph’s Oratory welcomes more 
than two million visitors each year. (Living with Christ)
