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THE DEDICATION OF THE LATERAN
BASILICA
Sunday, November 9t"

Today is the anniversary of the dedication of the
Cathedral Church of Rome in 324. This church is called
Saint John Lateran because it was built on the
property owned by the Laterani family.

When the Feast of the Dedication of the Lateran
Basilica falls on Sunday, as it does this year, it takes the
place of the usual Ordinary Time celebration. It is
because this church (not St. Peter Basilica) is the
Cathedra (chair) of the Bishop of Rome. A Latin
inscription reads. “Omnium Ecclesiarum Urbis et Orbis
Mater et Caput” - THE MOTHER AND HEAD OF
ALL CHURCHES, OF THE CITY AND OF THE
WORLD (Living with Christ)
