REPAVING OF PARKING LOT BEGINNING JULY 15TH: In
2018, the Parish entered an agreement with the City to redesign
the Parish’s parking areas and landscaping. The work will
commence on or about July 15. To avoid interruption of our
services the work is being sequenced, starting with the west AND
north parking areas. Therefore, the entrances at the west side
lobby, front door and the bell tower will not be in use during this
first phase.

ENTRANCES & PARKING: While this phase of the work is being
done, the east side shared parking lot will remain open for vehicle
parking and pedestrian use. Access to the Church will be by the
east ramp entrance (off the parking lot between the church and
Hall) and the Hall door on Knightsbridge. During this first phase
Paratranspo drop-off and pick-up will be on Knightsbridge Road
next to the west ramp that exits the Hall onto Knightsbridge. The
ramp door is located near the women’s and wheerchair washroom
in the Hall. Paratranspo drivers need to wait for their passengers
on the north side of Knightsbridge Road adjacent to the Hall.

Once the west parking lot is completed, work will begin on the east
side of the Church. At that point vehicle parking will be in the west
and north parking areas (with entrance off Woodroffe). Then you
will be able to access the Church from the front entrance, west
lobby, and bell tower entrances. The entire project is anticipated
to take 4 to 6 weeks.

Throughout the project vehicle parking will be allowed for
weekend masses only on the paved playground of Our Lady of
Fatima School. The playground is accessible by Lockhart Ave.
Additional Sunday parking is always available at Hulse, Playfair &
McGarry Funeral home across Woodroffe, in their front parking
area and their Compton Ave. parking lot. Parking is also available
on the south side of Knightsbridge Rd. by the park. We apologize
for the short notice and regret any inconvenience.
