1) Do you know why at Mass a‘ FROM TI‘IE
we answer “Amen” and not L o PASTOR

“Thank you” when the “Body of
Christ” is given to us? This is not only because we believe
that which we receive is in fact the body of Christ as an
article of faith, it is also because we are not merely receiving
the “Body of Christ” as a gift, otherwise our answer would
be “thank you”.
