The Sacred Triduum - Sundown on Holy Thursday 
to sundown on Easter Sunday is the most solemn part of 
the liturgical year. This three-day period is known as 
the Easter Triduum, or Sacred Triduum, or Paschal 
Triduum. 
 
Triduum is a Latin word meaning a “three-day day”. It’s 
one great festival following the last three days of Jesus' 
life on earth, the events of his Passion and Resurrection, 
when the Lamb of God laid down His life in atonement 
for our sins. It’s our greatest feast, the reason we even 
have a Christmas. 
 
By the calendar they are three days, liturgically they are 
one 72-hour day — unfolding for us the unity of Christ's 
Paschal Mystery". Each component “day” is from sunset 
to sunset, the Jewish way of marking time. For us that 
means, Mass of the Lord’s Supper, Good Friday of the 
Lord’s Passion, and Mass of the Resurrection. Please 
join us during this holy time.
