The Cathedral Basilica 

was completed in 1933, and is a very beautiful 

structure that is reflective of the lively faith of its 

parishioners and the entire Diocese of Hamilton.

The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a shield 

sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed keys 

representing the papal designation of basilica status.  

The shield has a symbol for Christ with the crown of 

thorns and the crown of glory. The motto in Latin  - 

every eye shall see him.

CATHOLIC FUNERAL RITES 
Celebrating the rites associated with funerals 
are an important part of the grieving process for 
those who mourn the death of a relative or 
friend.  In the Catholic Church there are three 
usual Rites associated with funerals: 
 
The Vigil for the Deceased is often celebrated 
during one of the visitation periods at the 
Funeral Home.  The Vigil is a celebration of 
readings and prayers that assist those mourning 
the dead. 
 
A Funeral Mass may be celebrated in the parish 
church during which the gathered community 
listens to the consoling Word of God, shares in 
the Eucharist, and prays for the deceased.  
Usually the body of the deceased is present for 
the Funeral Mass, however it is possible to 
celebrate the Funeral Mass in the presence of 
cremated remains. 
 
The Rite Committal takes place in a cemetery on 
the occasion of the burial of the deceased’s body 
or cremated remains. 
 
It is important to clearly specify your wishes 
and desires about your funeral arrangements. 
 
The Catholic Cemeteries of the Diocese of 
Hamilton offer helpful planning tools for both 
funerals and burial.  If you want to plan your 
readings and other aspects of the celebration 
you may contact the Parish Office for assistance.   
Please also consider remembering the 
Cathedral Basilica in your Will. 
 
COUNTDOWN TO LENT 
The Season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, 
February 18.  This holy time calls us to a change 
of heart through prayer, fasting and almsgiving.   
 
Prayer – consider committing yourself to a time 
of prayer each day in Lent.  Perhaps a few 
moments in the morning or evening; maybe 
reflect on the Daily readings found in our 
bulletin each week; or the daily Rosary. 

Fasting – regular fasting not only has health 
benefits, but it also has spiritual benefits.  The 
hunger we feel can remind us of our hunger for 
God.  One way to fast is to skip one meal in the 
day or to give up having some food or drink 
that we particularly like for the Season of Lent. 
 
Almsgiving – just as fasting has spiritual 
benefits, so too does almsgiving.  During Lent 
we might consider setting aside some money 
daily for 40 days and donate it to the ShareLent 
collection on Sunday, March 22.  Other forms of 
charitable giving are also encouraged for Lent.  
We might do with less so that we can help 
others. 
 
Ash Wednesday, February 18 
Ash Wednesday is a day of fast for Catholics (aged 
14 – 60) and abstinence from meat for all Catholics.  
At our Masses today, ashes – from last year’s Palm 
Sunday – are imposed on our heads a sign of our call 
to repent and convert. All Masses in the 
Cathedral:

Stations of the Cross 
This traditional prayer invites us to reflect on Our 
Lord’s passion along the way to His Cross on 
Calvary.  In our parish we offer this devotion on 
Fridays in Lent at 7:00 p.m. 
Friday, February 20 & 27 
March 6, 13, 20, 27 
April 3 (Good Friday) 
 
Sundays of Lent 
Sunday is always the celebration of the 
resurrection – the primary Christian feast – our 
Lenten penance continues as we focus on the 
Lord’s temptation in the desert, his 
transfiguration, and on the last three Sundays 
we hear from John’s Gospel the encounter with 
Jesus and the woman at the well, the restoration 
of sight to the blind man, and the raising of 
Lazarus.  Purple vestments are worn at Mass as 
a sign of repentance and conversion of heart.
