SUNDAY MASS

The Cathedral Basilica of Christ the King is the
mother-church of the Diocese of Hamilton and home
to the Bishop of Hamilton. The word '"cathedral"
comes from "cathedra" or Bishop's chair located in the
church. On February 25th, 2013, in recognition of the
significance of its design, and its importance in the
Diocese, the Cathedral was given the status of a Minor
Basilica by Pope Benedict XVI. The Cathedral Basilica
was completed in 1933 and is a very beautiful
structure that is reflective of the lively faith of its
parishioners and the entire Diocese of Hamilton.

The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a shield
sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed keys
representing the papal designation of basilica status.
The shield has a symbol for Christ with the crown of
thorns and the crown of glory. The motto in Latin is
every eye shall see him.

We hear the Passion from the Gospel of John and
venerate the Cross as we journey through the Sacred
Triduum.

At this “mother of all vigils” we hear the story of
salvation in the Scriptures and welcome new
Catholics through the Sacraments of Initiation. It is
the first Mass of Easter at which we renew our own
baptismal promises.

Our Easter Masses celebrate the joy of the Lord’s
Resurrection as we renew the promises of our own
baptism and share in the Eucharist — our pledge of
eternal life!

LENTEN SCRUTINIES

At our 9:00 a.m. Mass today we celebrated the
first of three Scrutinies with the Elect who are
preparing for Baptism at the Easter Vigil. These
are ancient Rites that have been restored to the
Church since the Second Vatican Council
liturgical reforms. As part of the Rite, the Elect
are dismissed and continue their reflection on
the Gospel. Please pray for the Elect as they
prepare to take their place at the Lord’s Table
with us.

SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION

In addition to the regularly scheduled
confessions each Saturday in Lent (3:30 p.m. -
4:30 p.m.) we will have extended hours on
Saturday, March 28 (1:30 p.m. - 4:30 p.m.).
Catholics are encouraged to celebrate this
beautiful Sacrament regularly. At a minimum
one should celebrate Reconciliation at least once
a year. The “Easter Duty” can be fulfilled from
the First week of Lent until Trinity Sunday.

PASCHAL FAST

Catholics are encouraged to observe the paschal
fast from Holy Thursday to Holy Saturday. In
addition to the usual fasting rules - ages 14 - 60
(good health) for fasting, all Catholics are to
abstain from eating meat. The Paschal Fast is a
way to keep vigil with the Lord and then to
share fully in the joy of the resurrection.
