A Reflection from the writings of St. John 
Paul II. A Catechesis on Mary, Mother of God:  

Theotokos: Woman, Mother, Disciple 
 
From the beginning, the Church has acknowledged the 
virginal motherhood of Mary.  The title “Mother of God”, 
already attested by St. Matthew in the equivalent expres-
sion “Mother of Emmanuel,” God-with-us (Mt. 1:23), was 
expressly attributed to Mary only after a reflection that 
embraced about two centuries. Third century Christians 
in Egypt began to invoke Mary as Theotokos, Mother of 
God. 
As the infancy Gospels enable us to grasp, the first Chris-
tian communities gathered together Mary’s recollections 
about the mysterious circumstances of the Saviour's con-
ception and birth. In particular, the annunciation account 
responds to the disciples’ desire to have the deepest 
knowledge of the events connected with the beginnings 
of the risen Christ’s earthly life.  Mary is at the origin of 
the revelation about the mystery of the virginal concep-
tion by the work of the Holy Spirit. 
The first Christians immediately grasped the important 
significance of this truth showing Jesus’  
Divine origins, and included it among the key affirma-
tions of their faith.  Son of Joseph according to the law, 
by an extraordinary intervention of the Holy Spirit Jesus 
was in his humanity only the son of Mary, since he was 
born without the intervention of man.  Mary’s virginity 
thus acquires a unique value and casts new light on the 
birth of Jesus and on the mystery of his sonship, since 
the virginal generation is the sign that Jesus has God 
himself as his Father. 
Acknowledged and proclaimed by the faith of the Fa-
thers, the virginal motherhood of Mary can never be sep-
arated from the identity of Jesus, true God and true 
man, and “born of the Virgin Mary,” as we profess in the 
Nicene Creed.  Mary is the only virgin who is also a 
mother. The virginity of Mary thus initiates in the Chris-
tian community the spread of the virginal life, embraced 
by all who are called to it by the Lord.  This special voca-
tion, which reaches its apex in Christ’s example, repre-
sents immeasurable spiritual wealth for the Church in 
every age, which finds in Mary her inspiration and model. 
With the title, Mother of God, Mary is seen in the true 
dimension of her motherhood: she is the Mother of God’s 
Son, whom she virginally begot according to his human 
nature and raised with her motherly love, thus contrib-
uting to the human growth of the divine person who 
came to transform the destiny of mankind. 
In a highly significant way, the most ancient prayer to 
Mary (Sub tuum praesidium… We fly to your protection) 
contains the invocation Theotokos, Mother of God in a 
prayer that acknowledges Jesus as God and Mary as the 
Mother of God, from whom we hope and  pray to obtain 
her powerful aid in the trials of life.   
 
We fly to your patronage, O holy Mother of God; 
despise not our petitions in our necessities, 
but deliver us always from all dangers, 
O glorious and blessed Virgin. Amen.
