CYCLE C (LUKE)

Forty Days: Scott Hahn Reflects on the First
Sunday of Lent

Readings:
Deuteronomy 26:4
-10

Psalm 91:1-2, 10—
15 ‘
Romans 10:8-13
Luke 4:1-13

In today’s epic
Gospel scene, Je-
sus relives in His
flesh the history of
Israel. We've al-
ready seen that,
like Israel, Jesus
has passed through water and been called God's
beloved Son (see Luke 3:22; Exodus 4:22). Now, as
Israel was tested for forty years in the wilderness,
Jesus is led into the desert to be tested for forty
days and nights (see Exodus 15:25). He faces the
temptations put to Israel: Hungry, He's tempted to
grumble against God for food (see Exodus 16:1—
13). As Israel quarreled at Massah, He's tempted to
doubt God'’s care (see Exodus 17:1-6). When the
Devil asks for His homage, He's tempted to do what
Israel did in creating the golden calf (see Exodus
32). Jesus fights the Devil with the Word of God,
three times quoting from Moses’ lecture about the
lessons Israel was supposed to learn from its wil-
derness wanderings (see Deuteronomy 8:3; 6:16,
12-15). Why do we read this story on the first
Sunday of Lent? Because like the biblical sign of
forty (see Genesis 7:12; Exodus 24:18; 34:28; 1
Kings 19:8; Jonah 3:4), the forty days of Lent are a
time of trial and purification.Lent is to teach us
what we hear over and over in today’s readings.
“Call upon me, and I will answer,” the Lord promis-
es in today’s Psalm. Paul promises the same thing
in today’s Epistle (quoting Deuteronomy 30:14;
Isaiah 28:16; Joel 2:32). This was Israel’s experi-
ence, as Moses reminds his people in today’s First
Reading: “We cried to the Lord . . . and He heard.”
But each of us is tempted, as Israel was, to forget
the great deeds He works in our lives, to neglect
our birthright as His beloved sons and daughters.
Like the litany of remembrance Moses prescribes for
Israel, we should see in the Mass a memorial of our
salvation, and “bow down in His presence,” offering
ourselves in thanksgiving for all He has given to us.

WHY IS THE NUMBER FORTY SIGNIFICANT? [f;

Lent recalls the forty days of our Lord’s
fasting in the desert, which He undertook
before entering into His public ministry.
We read in the Gospel: “Jesus was led up
by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by
the devil. He fasted for forty days and forty nights,
and afterwards he was hungry” (Mt 4,1-2). Like Mo-
ses, who fasted before receiving the tablets of the
Law (cf. Ex 34,28) and Elijah’s fast before meeting
the Lord on Mount Horeb (cf. 1 Kings19,8), Jesus,
too, through prayer and fasting, prepared Himself
for the mission that lay before Him.

UPDATES TO THE WORSHIPSAFE
PROTOCOLS TAKING EFFECT ON
TUESDAY, MARCH 1, 2022

e Choirs and cantors still must be masked or three
metres/nine feet from everyone else.

e Holy water fonts can be refilled.

e Holy Communion on the tongue can resume, but
those receiving Holy Communion on the tongue
should ideally be at the end of the Communion line.

e Altar servers and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Com-
munion can return to pre-pandemic duties.

e Meetings in parish halls may resume for those who
may wish to do so — mask use is required.

e Reporting of rapid test results for unvaccinated clergy,
staff and volunteers is suspended.

e Contact tracing and online Mass registration systems
are no longer required.

o Reporting all Covid cases is no longer required.
