Advent: The Sign

This Sunday, the Church begins her liturgical
calendar with the Advent season. It is a time for all of
us, as members of the Church, to reflect on our
welcoming of Jesus in our life journey. On the first
Sunday of Advent, Jesus speaks about signs when
He says that there will be signs in the sun, the moon,
and the stars. He goes on to give a disturbing and
terrifying picture of what might seem to be the end
times. But Jesus also adds that it is in those times
that the Son of Man will come in a cloud with power
and great glory. With this, Jesus tells us what we
should do for now: to watch ourselves, or our hearts
will become hardened by the unimportant things of
life. Jesus ends by urging us to stay awake, praying
at all times, and standing with confidence.

Yes, we must watch ourselves, stay awake, and
keep our hearts from being hardened by the cares of
this world, lest we ignore the signs that God is
showing us. As we begin the season of Advent, we
light the first candle of the Advent wreath. This first
Sunday of Advent marks a new beginning in the
liturgical life of the Church. The lighted candle serves
as a sign for us to reflect more deeply on life, so we
can recognize the signs pointing to life and love.

The signs that God wants us to focus on are not in
the sun, the moon, or the stars. God wants us to see
the signs in the people we encounter. He wants us to
recognize that in each person, there is potential to
bear the fruits of life and love. When we can see
that, the season of Advent will prepare us for a joyful
celebration of life and love.

Can we do this during Advent? What are our plans
for this Advent season?
