Christmas Gift

There are only three more days until Christmas Day, and it
is understandable if we are still wondering whether we
should get any presents for our relatives and friends.
Christmas is a time for gifts and presents, not only for
Christians but also for those who take the opportunity to
celebrate.

In this Sunday’s Gospel, we heard the story of Mary visiting
Elizabeth in a Judean town with haste. Mary had to set off
quickly, as the journey would take some time, and it was
also to a hill country, which meant rather rough terrain.
However, Mary was aware of Elizabeth's pregnancy, since
the angel had told her about it. She was sensitive to
Elizabeth’s needs, even though she had her own needs as
well.

Mary’s journey to visit Elizabeth teaches us something
powerful: there is nothing more profound than sharing the
gift of our presence. Elizabeth felt the presence of the Lord
in Mary, and even the child in her womb leapt for joy. Mary
also received affirmation from Elizabeth that she was going
to be the mother of God. It was a beautiful moment for both
expectant mothers and a powerful experience of the
presence of God in each other.

Therefore, if we are still considering what presents to get
for our loved ones, whether they are seniors or otherwise,
let us think about gifts that allow them to experience our
presence. It could be something they need, something they
will wear, or something they will use. Let our Christmas
gifts be a symbol of our loving presence to others.

God gave us His only Son, Jesus, to be Emmanuel, “God
is with us.” That is how much God wants to be present with
us. May what we give to others also symbolize how much
we love them and want to be with them.
