Reflection on this
Sunday’s Gospel

The Bread from Heaven
Today’s Gospel begins with a response
from the Jewish people that seems
unfounded. Jesus had just finished !
performing a great miracle in their midst, and afterwards
reveals his identity to them, that he is the bread of life which
comes down from heaven. One would think that after
witnessing the miracles, the people would believe the words
of Christ, however, the response of the people to Jesus’ claim
was of disbelief. They could not believe or understand how
Jesus could be from heaven. Didn’t they know his family,
know his parents, and where he came from? Jesus doesn’t
take back or mince his words with this teaching. In the
Gospel, he goes on to tell the crowd “l am the living bread
that came down from heaven; whoever eats this bread will
live forever; and the bread that | will give is my flesh for the
life of the world.” Christ is the living bread, who gives himself
to us to eat, so that through Him we may have eternal life
and life in abundance. This teaching is the core of our belief in
the Eucharist — that God loves us so much that he wants to
give us the gift of himself, food that will last forever. This love
that God has for his people is a deep and special one.
As Catholics, we believe that receiving Jesus in the Eucharist
leads us to eternal life. Through the Eucharist, we are given
every grace needed to journey in this life and make our way
to him in the next. How often do we participate worthily in
the Mass, and receive the living bread? Let us make a greater
effort to approach the Eucharist more often, and with greater
reverence, praying for a deeper awareness of the presence of
Christ, for he comes to give us life.
