A WORD FROM OUR PASTOR: 

 
 

ast week we welcomed our new Ordinary 
Bishop Joseph Dabrowski through his 
installation held at the Cathedral in Hamilton. 
 

This past weekend, my friend Father Steve Lape 
phoned me to wish me a Happy Birthday. During our 
conversation he mentioned that his diocese of 
Rochester will be installing their new Bishop on March 
19, which of course we know as being the Feast of St. 
Joseph. 

 
The new Bishop is Bishop John Bonnici from 

New York City. I was able to find on YouTube a press 
conference which Bishop Bonnici had with the local 
media in Rochester. He mentioned that he has visited 
Rochester a lot over the years because he has a large 
number of relatives in Toronto! 

 
What also struck me as well are four words he 

spoke about which are important for a Bishop to live by. 
He called them the four ‘L’s’. They are:  listen, learn, and 
to love, so that one can live with Jesus. These words 
can be seen throughout the readings for this Sunday. 

 
Two weeks ago, as we began to read from the 

sermon on the Mount, we were introduced to the 
Beatitudes from which we can learn to live proper ways 
of Christian living. Last week, Jesus told us that we are 
“Salt and Light” of the world. This mindset allows us to 
share with others the belief that we are called to bring 
Christ into the world through our words and actions. 

 
This week, many scholars feel that we have 

come to the most important part of the Sermon of the 
Mount. Through His words, Christ is teaching us that we 
need to go beyond the mere ‘letter’ of the law in our 
lives. To be just good is not good enough! We are called 
to be holy, for our holiness comes from God, which 
allows us to live closer to Him and to His Son.  

 
Jesus is telling us in our Gospel that getting by 

within the letter of the law is not what He has in mind for 
His followers, and spells out clearly what He expects of 
all those who profess to believe in Him. He does not lay 
down rules and regulations for every situation in life, but 
He asks us to keep a check on our inner attitudes or our 
motivations. 

 

Jesus gives the Commandments a deeper 
meaning through His words. He is saying that they are 
to be written into our hearts and into the innermost part 
of who we are. The Commandments are a blessing from 
God and a sign of His care for us. If our goal is merely 
to avoid breaking them, then we are not striving for any 
measure of perfection but simply fulfilling the basic 
minimum required for salvation. 

 
As we enter Lent this upcoming Wednesday, we 

are given the opportunity to listen to God, so that we 
can learn of His love for us. Basically, we are either 
choosing to follow God, or we are not. Lent is a 
wonderful opportunity to choose which is right.
