God Opens a Door of Faith 
One might say that the last chapters of the Bible (Revelation 21-
22) are the antithesis of its opening chapters (Genesis 1-3). In 
Genesis, Paradise is lost; in God’s end time design, Paradise is 
regained.   
”Then I [John} saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first 
heaven and the first earth had passed away, and the sea was no 
more”.   In Revelation 13.1, a great beast had come from the sea. 
 
Like all of Scripture one passage can have multiple meanings.  In 
the time of John, the sea could be an analogy or symbol for the 
world or put another way, the society of man in which the baroque 
of the Church rests on.  Sometimes the sea is calm and beautiful 
and all on it including the Church enjoys peace.  But without 
warning the sea can become angry, hateful, greedy and people 
suffer.  In John’s vision, the monster from the sea, yes, could be a 
literal monster but it is equally possible (and in my opinion 
probable) that it is a philosophy and those who believe in it that 
will be persecuting the Church at the end days. One of many 
forces of the evil one are set to destroy what Christ has built.  
Building on this idea some say it is a rejection of the world for 
those of faith.  As Jesus says,  “you are either with me or against 
me”.  (Matthew 12:30).  At the end time people have chosen who 
they follow.  Jesus and His teachings of love, charity and Godliness 
or those of self-interest with no concern for God that the world 
offers. 
 
Pretty scary stuff?  But John says, when Jesus comes, there is no 
more ”sea”, there is no more the will of God and the world outside 
of God.  In the end there is only God, only His Kingdom, so do not 
worry about what others say or do even if they cause us suffering 
for a short while in this veil of tears. 
 
In the end, when God’s saving plan is full, there is no more crying, 
pain or tears.  Death will be no more; mourning and crying and 
pain will be no more.  The new creating has been finally realized 
“See, I am making all things new”.  (Rev.  21.5)
