How does the vine become 
fruitful? The vine dresser must carefully prune the vine before it 
can bear good fruit. Vines characteristically have two kinds of 
branches - those which bear fruit and those which don't. The non-
bearing branches must be carefully pruned back in order for the 
vine to conserve its strength for bearing good fruit. Jesus used this 
image to describe the kind of life he produces in those who are 
united with him - the fruit of "righteousness, peace, and joy in the 
Holy Spirit" (Romans 14:17).
