CHURCH IS HOLY

“The Church...is held, as a matter of faith, to be unfailing
holy. This is because Christ, the Son of God, who with the
Father and the Spirit is hailed as “alone holy’ loved the
Church as his Bride, giving himself up for her so as to
sanctify her; he joined her to himself as his body and
endowed her with the gift of the Holy Spirit for the glory of
God.” The Church then is “the Holy People of God,” and
her members are called “saints”. United with the Christ, the
Church is sanctified by him; through him and with him she
becomes sanctifying. It is in her that “by the grace of God
we acquire holiness.”

The Church is therefore holy, though having sinners in her
midst, because she herself has no other life but the life of
grace. If they live her life, her members are sanctified; if
they move away from her life, they fall into sins and
disorders that prevent the radiation of her sanctity. This is
why she suffers and does penance for those offenses, of
which she has the power to free her children through the
blood of Christ and the gift of the Holy Spirit. CCC823-827
