FROM THE DESK OF FATHER BONIFACE
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

>

I don’t know about you, but as | sit down to pen this small note it
just seems that this past year and especially this Advent has been
so busy, all good or important meetings, visits and, of course,
sacraments, but still many of them. | think | now do things when
| just have a moment, and | suspect that among you reading this
note | can easily say that | am not alone. | know that there are
many more who are busier than I.

For myself, | am thankful for my time at the Seminary instilling in
me a discipline of regular daily prayer. It has helped just to
provide a period of calm, no so much to relax, but to re-focus on
the Lord. | think | now can appreciate more the scene in the
Gospel of when the apostles were so busy with people that Jesus
noticed that they did not have time even to eat, so He said,
“come with Me to a deserted place” (Mk 6:31). People followed
them to that deserted place and Jesus’s heart went out to them
and this begat the miracle of the feeding of the five thousand. To
follow after the Lord is always rewarded.

We all need time to be with the Lord. A time of quiet where we
can realize that the greater good is just being with Him, letting
Him love us and feeling His presence; to talk to Him. | use these
moments as a “check-in-time” with Him. After the Breviary, the
official praise and prayers that the Church’s ministers offer Him, |
bring Him the people | am most thinking of. My plans, my
worries, and yes my schedule and say the prayer of Samuel, Lord
I am here “speak and Your servant is listening.” (Samuel 3:10).
The ideas that come, that | know are His and not mine have
brought not just clarity but order to the day and a peace
because | know | am about doing His work.

I think we all need that; a little moment through the day to
check-in with the Lord Jesus. But at times we need longer periods
with the Lord too, and this Christmas season provides us a
perfect opportunity. After all we all feel the Christmas Spirit at
some point don’t we? A greater sense of devotion, peace, joy,
charity and fellowship? But are not these things the message of
Christ? Isn’t the presence of His spirit not Christ coming into our
hearts saying “you are so busy with many things, come away with
Me to a deserted place and rest awhile”, to stand at the Manger
at Church and just be with Him, or in front of your tree at home,
the star or angel at it’s height, reminding us of Christ’s inbreaking
in creation, or in the place at home where we pray is enough. He
will be there, loving you, guiding you and talking to you, in
thoughts and feelings or even through others. | think sometimes
God asks us to pass along a thought or message to someone else
and we may not at first realize this of the Lord. This is the
greatest joy of Christmas, being in the presence of the Lord,
personally and with our family and parish, for Jesus said “where
two or more people are gathered in my name, there am | in their
midst” (Mt. 18:20). | think this advent my faith has grown.
Sometimes when | am busy, | think | can skip this prayer time or
other; after all | am about the work of the Lord. Yetit’'s not
about what I do for Jesus but what | do with Him and how He

loves me and He, I. If something has to happen | have to have
faith but Jesus knows that and He will give me the time. And if it
doesn’t happen when or how | think it should, to have more
faith, to know that’s okay too.

So my dear friends | hope that in the midst of our busy lives,
especially these Advent and Christmas seasons, that the peace
and joy of that first Christmas at Bethlehem may be yours, and
that we may all have that peace and joy in abundance.
