CHURCH IS CATHOLIC  

The word “catholic” means “universal”. It is universal both 
in means, because Christ is present in her, and in mission, 
because she has a mission to the whole world. The People of 
God, (while remaining one), must spread throughout the 
world to help all of humanity return to Christ.
